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The Hall

For over two
hundred years
Cannon Hall was
home to the
Spencer (later the
Spencer-Stanhope) family, who made their
fortune in the local iron industry. In the 1760s
the architect John Carr of York was employed
by the family to enlarge the Hall and redesign
the interior.

Further alterations
were made to the
Hall in subsequent
years, including
the addition of the
oak-panelled

been open to the public as a museum, run by
Barnsley Metropolitan Borough Council.
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The Museum

The museum is home to a
collection of art including

ceramics, glass, furniture and
paintings, dating from the 17th
to the 20th century, displayed in

the Hall’s Georgian and Victorian rooms.

The Hall is also home to
‘Charge’, the museum of the
13th/18th Royal Hussars
(Queen Mary's Own) and
Light Dragoons, with

displays covering the regiment's history from the
Napoleonic Wars to the present day.

Exhibitions and Events

The museum has a wide range of changing
exhibitions and events throughout the year
including activities for families in the school
holidays. Guided tours can be pre-booked for
groups (charge applies). The Frlends of Cannon
Hall also run an events
and lecture
programme.
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The Park and
Gardens

The designer
Richard Woods of
Chertsey
landscaped the
park and gardens
at Cannon Hall in

the mid 18th

century. Today, visitors
can enjoy over seventy
acres of parkland and

‘Fairyland’

gardens, enjoying the changing seasons or

picnicking in
summer. Many
varieties of pears
still grow in the
Walled Garden, as
well as the famous
Cannon Hall Muscat
vine.
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
