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Aimed at KS1-3
children. This visit is
flexible so that
teachers can
choose from a
range of activities
that would have
been carried out by
Victorian servants.

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Inspire your pupils to prepare for exams by
taking a course in Study Skills in the beautiful
setting of Cannon Hall.

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Delivered by one of our education staff, a tour lasts for
up to one hour. Tours can be tailored to tie in with
work being done in school, for example by having a
tour of the kitchens.

Trails and tours are popular options for school visits to
Cannon Hall. In order for your class to get the most
from their visit, take a guided tour or follow a trail
through the museum or park.

Various trails are available for inside the museum or the
parks and gardens, and different trails are available to
suit different ages and abilities. By following a trail your
class will be able to interact with the museum and use

skills in reading, writing, numeracy, art and science.
